


Add word power
to your research

1. Select index terms from the online list.

• Go to www.lexisnexis.com/infopro

• Click on SMARTINDEXING TECHNOLOGY.
(Add this address to your favorites.)

Search for the term(s) you want alphabetically.
Or check topic categories, such as law, environment,
banking, business and more. You can even go to
the thesaurus listing where each term is defined in
detail, and related terms are suggested. It’s easy
to find just the right words to describe your
precise topic. (Need a specific person, company,
organization or location? See the back page for
what’s covered.)

Need more…a new concept perhaps?

New terms are added each month to reflect the
evolving face of news, corporate and legislative
information. To check the new-term list, go to the
address above and select NEW TERMS.

2. Add your term(s) to your search request.

Use the TERMS segment and your index terms in
parentheses, for example, to find news articles that
discuss car manufacturers and their earnings:

SEARCH: TERMS(automakers AND financial results)

Link other, non-index terms with the OR or AND
connectors, e.g.,

SEARCH: TERMS(osama bin laden)
AND date bef 2000

The TERMS segment covers all index-term types.
Or you can use these segments in your research:

SUBJECT (topics) SUBJECT(internet crime AND internet auction)

COMPANY COMPANY(reed elsevier OR wolters kluwer)

ORGANIZATION ORGANIZATION(peta)

PERSON PERSON(tom ridge)

COUNTRY COUNTRY(vietnam AND hong kong)

STATE STATE(idaho)

CITY CITY(tripoli)

GEOGRAPHIC a city, state, region, etc.,
GEOGRAPHIC(middle east)



3. Select your news, corporate or legislative
    source, enter your request and search!

More Search Examples

Use LexisNexis SmartIndexing Technology to capture
legal concepts and topics from any practice area.
For example:

TERMS(toxic tort AND reinsurance)

*COMPANY(abcdoughnut) AND TERMS
(product liability)

TERMS(shareholder lawsuits OR shareholder
rights AND internet service providers)

TERMS(legislation AND affirmative action AND
academic admissions)

As you review your search results, view your
search terms by clicking on the CUSTOM view link.
Select TERMS.

Add additional terms to your index search with the
FOCUS™ feature. Click the FOCUS-NARROW
RESULTS link.

For example, to narrow your academic affirmative-
action research to scholarships:

FOCUS: TERMS(scholarships)

To return to the results you were viewing before
you entered the FOCUS feature, click on the EXIT
Focus link at the top of the screen.

Advanced Research Tip: Add Relevance Scores—
and find news that discusses your topic in detail

Within news articles on the LexisNexis services, a
relevance score accompanies each applied index term.
This score is based on the term’s frequency, location
in document and how much discussion of the topics
occurs. You can interpret these scores as follows:

90%–99% = major reference

80%–89% = strong passing reference

50%–79% = weak passing reference

Use these scores in your search request. For example,
to find articles with major discussions about the role
nutrition plays in preventing or treating cancer:

SEARCH:  TERMS(nutrition 9*% AND cancer 9*%)

9*% finds any percentage from 90% to 99%.

To find articles about foreign investment in Vietnam:

SEARCH: TERMS(foreign investment PRE/2 8*%
OR 9*% AND vietnam PRE/2 8*% OR
9*%) AND date aft 6/2001.

Using the PRE/2 connector finds any selected
relevance scores preceded by your subject.
